On-Campus Food Pantry

Textbook Assistance Grant  
The Textbook Assistance Grant was created to help students with the cost of books. Eligible students must not be on 

academic probation, and will have a specific financial need for books that the student can provide documentation to 

support. An eligible student has the opportunity to obtain an annual gift of up to $150.  Students needing assistance can 

complete the form here. NOTE: The fund is a yearly grant and will close out for the year when all funds are depleted. If you

Childcare Assistance Stipend  
The Childcare Assistance Stipend provides support to NC State students requiring assistance with paying for childcare.  The 

stipend is an annual grant of up to $800, to cover up to four weeks of childcare. The gift will not need to be repaid if the 

student graduates within two years of receiving it. To qualify for the Childcare Assistance Stipend, an applicant must:  

• Live in Richland County or Crawford County, Ohio  

• Currently attend North Central State College and seeking a program or certification  

• Not be on academic probation  
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• Have a specific financial need for assistance paying for childcare for a defined timeframe

Necessities Loan Fund  
This loan provides for books, uniforms, fees, etc. to eligible students, in at least their third College semester with at least a 

2.25 GPA, who receive little or no financial aid. The loan is forgiven if the student graduates from NC State within four years 

of first Necessities Fund loan (administered by the College Financial Aid Office). Funds are limited and eligibility criteria must
